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Leon Democratic Party Releases Winning TV Ad 
‘Leon Dems in 30 Seconds’ Winning Entry to Air on Local Television 

  
TALLAHASSEE, FL – Today the Leon County Democratic Party announced the winners 
of its Leon Dems in 30 Seconds political television ad contest and released the 
professionally produced ad.   
 
Tallahassee Democrats Lori Poole and Jason Roth, both 27, won the contest by submitting 
a script titled “What It’s About.”  The ad depicts a series of six Leon County residents, 
each explaining why it’s important to vote Democratic on Election Day.  The winning 
script was professionally produced by the Leon County Democratic Executive Committee 
and is scheduled to debut on ESPN2 during the FSU vs. Maryland football game on 
Saturday, October 28th.  The Leon DEC is also purchasing network and cable airtime for 
the days leading up to Election Day and has launched a fundraising drive to expand its 
television advertising airtime. 
 
Leon County residents submitted several creative ad ideas and so contest judges found the 
selection process challenging.  The judges’ panel consisted of Democratic National 
Committee Chairman Howard Dean, Florida Democratic Party Chairwoman Karen 
Thurman, Rep. Curtis Richardson, Tallahassee City Commissioner Allan Katz, Carmen 
Cummings, and several other local elected officials and community leaders.

“In this ad, we wanted to clearly show that by voting Democratic, people are voting not 
just for a set of candidates or issues, but more importantly, for a value system that is 
committed to keeping our communities safe, strong and ready to take on the challenges of 
the future,” said contest co-winner Lori Poole. 
 
Jason Roth, who co-authored the ad with Ms. Poole, said it "reflects the very core of what 
will be on the minds of Floridians when they cast their vote on November 7th. We hope it 
reminds voters about the importance of electing candidates who will stand up for our 
communities and protect the values that make this country great.” 
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“As far as we know, the Leon County Democratic Party is the first political party in 
Florida and perhaps the country to launch a TV ad contest and produce an ad developed by 
local grassroots residents,” said Leon County Democratic Party Chairman Rick Minor.  
“We’re very proud of the winning ad and hope Leon County voters like what we’ve 
produced.” 
 
All residents of Leon County were eligible to participate in the Leon Dems in 30 Seconds 
TV ad contest, and submissions were accepted in the form of a narrative, script, storyboard 
sketch, or digitized video.  Ad ideas addressed the topic of why Leon County voters should 
vote Democratic and could focus on local, state or national issues that affect Leon County 
residents.
